County’s Slash-Mulch & Green Yard Waste Site  

Opened for the Season on April 12 

 

Please note the Slash-Mulch site in Douglas County is for Douglas County residents only. 

Did you know that removing tree limbs, shrubs and brush from your property is essential for wildfire 

risk reduction? Good news – Douglas County provides a location to dispose of this unwanted slash. 

Douglas County’s slash-mulch and Green Yard Waste site, at 1400 Caprice Drive in Castle Rock, 

opened April 12 and will remain open on Saturdays only from 8 a.m. -5 p.m. through October 25. This 

is the perfect place to dispose of limbs, shrubs and brush and green waste. The site also gives residents 

the opportunity to go home with fresh mulch. 

Acceptable items for slash site include: tree limbs, loose pine needles, shrubs, brush with a maxi-

mum length of 6 feet and maximum diameter of 12 inches. Please note all loads must be covered 

upon arrival to the slash-mulch site. ** Absolutely no dumping allowed Monday through Fri-

day**  

Unacceptable items for slash site include: appliances, compost, decorative wood chips, dirt, fencing, 

grass/hay, household trash, yard waste, leaves, lumber, pallets, railroad ties, pine cones, manure/pet 

waste, roots, stumps, weeds and yucca plants. 

Acceptable items for “Green Yard Waste” Program include: grass/hay, sod, leaves, sawdust, weeds 

and pine cones. 

During open season a County operated loader will be available to load free wood chips for homeown-

ers to use as mulch. Material can be picked up anytime during the season the site is open to accept 

slash. 

In the event of inclement weather, please call 303.663.6274 to ensure that the site will be open as 

scheduled.

System—CodeRED 

 

L ife can change in a moment - make sure you are connected to the 

CodeRED emergency notification system in Douglas County! 

The system, CodeRED, is a high-speed telephone emergency notifi-

cation service allowing public safety agencies the ability to deliver 

pre-recorded information to targeted areas within the county.  
 
 Douglas County's public safety agencies encourage everyone to 

register their contact information in the CodeRED system (reverse 

911).  Registration is not automatic, but it may be critical to your 

safety and that of your family.

Is Your House Number  
Clearly Visible? 

 

P lease make sure that your house number is placed on your 

home as well as on your mailbox. The numbers need to be 

large enough to be easily read from the street and in a color that 

can be clearly seen. Reflective numbers are encouraged by emer-

gency agencies. 
 

• Emergency vehicles need to be able to easily find your 

home. 

• Those delivering packages look for numbers on houses. 

 
These are times when  

you definitely want to be found. 
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W e do have an active bear in our area.  It’s important we learn how to live alongside the bears.  If we all help keep the 

bears wild, it will help on avoiding human conflicts, and ultimately, saving the bear’s life.   

Listed below are bear tips and information provided by the Colorado Parks & Wildlife (CPW): 

What to do if you see a bear in your yard or neighborhood: 

• Make noise!  Do your best to haze it away.  Yell, blow an air horn, activate your car alarm, or make other loud noises. 

• Never approach or corner a bear. 

• Please immediately contact CPW of the sighting.  This will allow them to assess the situation and determine if they need 

to come out.  It also helps them on tracking the bear and if needed, educating neighbors, to keep the bear out of trouble.

If it is an emergency, State Patrol:  (303) 239-4501 

Help Keep Bears Wild: 

• Don’t feed bears, and don’t put out food for other wildlife. 

• Be responsible about trash and bird feeders.  Put your trash out in the morning, as opposed to the night before. One 

study shows by doing this you reduce the chance of a bear visit from 70% to 2%! 

• Burn food off barbeque grills and clean after each use. 

• Keep all bear-accessible windows and doors closed and locked, including home, garage and vehicle doors. 

• Don’t leave food, trash, coolers, air fresheners or anything with a scent in your vehicle. 

• Pick fruit before it ripens and clean up fallen fruit. 

• Talk with your neighbors about doing their part to be bear responsible. 

Bears that get too comfortable around people can destroy property or  

even become a threat to human safety.  Habituated bears must often 

be destroyed.  Please don’t let the bears die needlessly.  Do your part 

to bear proof your home and property and help keep bears alive and 

wild.
